Shared Folder Access Denied

1. Open My computer, Go to Tools > Folder option , click on View tab.

2. In advance settings, un-check “use simple file sharing”. Click Ok.

3. Right click on the shared folder and click on Properties. 

4. Click on Security tab on Properties window 

5. Click on Add… Button on this window, this will launch another window 

6. In this window type "everyone" w/o the quotes  and press enter. This will add a user called everyone in the group or user names window of security tab which means any one on the network can access the shared files now.

7. Click on the user named Everyone to set default permissions allowed for the folder and set the permissions  and click Ok.

You can decide on which permissions you want to give to others on the network.

TIP: If you want to share the folder with only one or two users and not with everyone on the network, then simply write their usernames in step 6 above instead of everyone, and set the permissions for that user as mentioned in step 7.
