Restoring Windows NT Workstation

1 . Boot the Windows NT Workstation Setup boot disk.

 2. Insert Setup Disk # 2  when prompted and press Enter. 

3. Press R for restore when prompted for which type of installation you want to perform. 

4. Press Enter on each option you want repaired. 

5. Move to Continue and press Enter.

 6. At the detect devices screen, press Enter.

 7. Insert Setup Disk #3.

 8. Add additional drivers as necessary using the Other disk option. When finished re-insert Setup Disk #3. 

9. Press Enter if you have a recent emergency disk created by the rdisk utility otherwise press Esc. 

10. Insert the emergency disk and press Enter. 

11. Press Enter to select each registry hive you would like restored. 12. Select Continue and press Enter. 

1 3. Press A to replace all non-original files. 

14. Insert any third-party driver disks requested by the Setup program.

 1 5. Press Esc to skip using the Windows NT Workstation DRVLIB diskette if not have it. 

16. When the repair process completes, reboot your computer.
